As for hollow wall or hollow plate, the thickness of its
solid part should be no less than 30mm. For drywalls, the
range hood shall be fixed onto the wooden pillar at the back,
mounting holes can be drilled directly into concrete walls.
The range hood should be firmly fixed on the wall.

When drilling on the roof or ceiling, please make sure not
damage the electric wires and any other hidden devices.

The range hood is for family use only, and don’t use it In
special environment (e.g. outdoor), and it also can’t be used
to exhaust dangerous or explosive substance or gas.
